The spring fund drive postcards (345) were mailed on April 11 and an eBlast with the same information sent on April 12 was sent to the 37 email contacts we have for people without street address information as well as the 31 members currently listed in Musetta. Just an FYI as to the numbers:  This is nearly twice what we had on our mailing list two years ago and does not even count the additional media list, which is another 175 contacts. Because of the cleanup work that has been done on all our contacts, we have drastically reduced returned mail.
Grants
