051511 HMC Fundraising Committee Report

The Fundraising Comm. try to do three major fundraisers during the 2011-2012 season:


1. 2012 Oscar party

a. To be held Sunday, February 26, 2012 at Bar 704

b. Planning to begin in Sept.

2. The comm. agreed to make the showing of The Singing Revolution the October 2011 fundraiser to kick-off HMC’s 25th year. It was decided to do this fundraiser since it will require little effort on the part of comm. members and the seemingly sole expense would be the acquisition of a location to host the movie/concert.

i. Comm. members suggested venues to hold the event including the State Museum, Forum Building, Sunoco Theatre, Hbg. University, Midtown Cinema, Rose Lehrman, the Scottish Rite Temple, Hbg. Academy, the JCC and Messiah College.

ii. Though the Strand/Capital Theatre in York was suggested, it was agreed to show the movie in the Hbg. first. York can be considered for 2012 if the Hbg. showing is successful.

b. Eric will talk to Maureen at The Singing Revolution for more details

3. Tony Party

a. Chorus member Eddie Diel who attended the Oscar Party suggested that HMC should do a Tony Party. Since the comm. just came off the Oscar Party it was recommended that he gets a group together and begin to plan a Tony Party, to be held at Bar 704 on Sun. June 10, 2012. (Tentative approval was given by the bar owners for this event.
i. The 2012 seasonal calendar will be checked to see if there is a concert that weekend. However, non-chorus members can set-up during the day if there is a concert.
ii. Event is to be more casual than the Oscar Party

iii. The subcommittee will draw up a budget and would report directly to Fundraising

In all fundraising endeavors, the comm. must work closely with HMC’s Public Relations Comm. to get the word out to the community.

4. The Pampered Chef is tentatively scheduled for Sept. 25th at Bar 704 pending salesperson availability. Fundraising will start advertising the PC fundraiser at our booth at Pride on Sat. July 30th.

i. It was suggested to make a basket of PC items and sell raffle tickets.

ii. Other PC items can be given away as well as HMC season tickets, concert tickets, Xmas Cabaret tickets, etc.

iii. Catalogs would be given to singers and board members at Pride or in August to encourage more sales
OTHER ITEMS OF DISCUSSION

· Bob Nease looking into a possible HMC fundraiser with Triangle Car Wash.

· Bob is transitioning responsibility for the Farm Show fundraisers to Wayne Minnich
· It was discussed that HMC should do more benefit concerts. It was suggested that an additional concert with the women (scheduled for Feb. 2012) could benefit breast cancer. One of the spring concert nights could go to support the LGBT Community Center. In fact, the benefits can be held in a larger space to accommodate those who are eager to support the causes/organizations HMC would help. Eric said he would take the suggestions to the Finance Committee.
· Changing the time, day and place of the Fundraising meetings was also discussed. All members are to let Eric known what days work for them ASAP so that the June meeting can be scheduled.

Eric reported to the board the committee’s wish list which included (but not discussed today):

· The Buy-the-Chorus-a-Tux idea which grew from the Fashion show idea (50% going to HMC and 50% going to a School of fashion design) along with a scholarship for students (outside of the chorus). Chuck Atwell and Michael Tindell will work on this idea present it to the comm. at the next meeting

· A Benevolent Fund was discussed that would provide emergency funds for chorus members suffering hardships or who have difficulty paying dues. Suggested that the idea should be given to the Finance Comm. and that perhaps a portion of the annual dues should help build this fund

· Donations for events that individuals cannot attend could be done thru the website. Chuck will work on that
