Title:

Colors of Our Lives
Concept: 
Based on the ‘it gets better’ theme, a concert of music and personal reflections that 


illustrate individual members own stories of growing up as their struggles as 



gay/lesbian/feminist in today’s society and generate a sense of hope for the listeners.

Structure: 
The concert would be confined to a total running time of ninety (90) minutes plus 

  
      
intermission.


     
The concert would be composed of units of two or three songs built around the themes of 

    
a speaker’s reflections. The music would be the hopeful antidote for the difficulties 


presented in the reflection. The overall point of each unit is to inspire, uplift and bring joy 

to the listener. It is also to be an entertainment for the audience; never forgetting that 


humor is the best cure for pain. 


    
The evening would have a maximum of 6 units of reflection and music. The reflections 


must be no longer than 3 minutes each. There could be, at most, 2 reflections on the gay 


male experience, 2 on the lesbian experience and 2 on the feminist experience. With each 

reflection the accompanying music would not exceed twelve (12) minutes so that each 


unit would be within a total fifteen (15) minute framework and the overall concert 


remains at ninety (90) minutes. It is believed that longer time frames would cause the 


concert to drag and possibly overwhelm the audience.
Music:

The concert would incorporate roughly equal amounts of music for each chorus 



individually as well as 4 to 5 combined pieces, including the theme song, Colors of my 


Life from the Musical, Barnum by Cy Coleman and Michael Stewart.

Reflections:
Any member of either chorus may submit a written reflection to be used in the concert no 

later than October 2011. The reflections will be reviewed by the Production Committee 


who will select the pieces to be used in the concert. If necessary for time sake, the spoken 

version of the reflections may be edited, however, all reflections will be printed, in full,  


in the program for the concert.
The Men’s Chorus will bear responsibility for the logistics and expenses of the concert. Both choruses will be asked to share in the expense, development, production, and delivery of publicity. Expenses for conductors, accompanists and additional musicians, as needed, will be borne by the individual chorus. Any actual profits from the concert ticket income, after all expenses are accounted, will be divided equally between the two choruses.
