HGMC – 2012-04-15 DRAFT –Member Rights and Responsibilities
The singer has the right to:
1. receive musical instruction during rehearsals.

2. be able to ask the section leader and director for help if needed.

3. be able to ask the Musetta administrator for help if needed.

4. be given advance notice of what will be required to be worn at performances.

5. request assistance with any chorus-related expense.

6. have rehearsals start on time.

7. be loaned copies (published or electronic) of all music for the current season.

8. feel safe at all rehearsals and performances.

9. know what the upcoming chorus schedule is and what time commitments are expected.

10. transparency in all aspects of the business of the chorus.

11. express concerns to any member of the board without adverse consequences.
12. to be able to ask for assistance with any concern about another chorus member from his section leader, a board member, or the artistic director.

The singer’s responsibilities are to : 
1. be a productive participant at rehearsals and performances.

2. practice my music between rehearsals.

3. learn how to blend as a member of the chorus.

4. pay dues to support the chorus.

5. participate in chorus fundraising.

6. show respect to all members and staff of the chorus.

7. dress as requested for concerts.
8. be seated and ready to sing at each rehearsal’s starting time.

9. bring my music and a pencil to each rehearsal.

10. learn how to use Musetta.

11. provide my contact information to the chorus when I join and keep it updated in Musetta as necessary.

12. attempt to resolve any concern about another chorus member with that person before asking for assistance.
13. only mark chorus music in pencil, and to return all copies of loaned music (published or electronic) at the end of the season or when requested.

14. notify the section leader and/or artistic director if unable to attend a rehearsal with as much notice as possible. (Sending an e-mail just before or during rehearsal does not count as advance notice.)
15. put contact information for the artistic director and my section leader in my mobile phone or address book before I need them to make notifying them easier.
16. I will respect every member’s right to feel safe at rehearsals and performances.

The singer has the opportunity to:
1. be a member of the Gay and Lesbian Association of Choruses.

2. network within the community.

3. perform in various regional venues.

4. travel to the quadrennial international GALA festival.

5. sing different genres of music.

6. serve in the governance of the organization.
