ARTISTIC DIRECTOR REPORT

First let me extend a huge Thank You to all of you for inviting me to be a part of this extraordinary family!  I am beyond thrilled to be joining you and I will strive to continue to lead us down a wonderful path. 

This year we have two exceptional concerts planned: A Winter Whirl which will feature (as I tend to do best) a huge range of pieces from throughout the world.  The only thread tying this concert together is the winter or holiday theme in the songs.  We will be featuring everything from American Spirituals to classic hymns to carols from Poland and the southwest states.  I’m happy to say that we will be including two of the most beautiful pieces in this concert;  Franz Biebl’s Ave Maria and Victoria’s O Magnum Mysterium.  The later is not a TTBB arrangement, so for this number we will be inviting a few ladies from The Womyn’s Choir to join as our alto line.  This is a wonderful way for us to reach out and interact with them and a great way to expand our repertoire.  We will also be exploring the formation of a small permanent Ensemble of six to eight men who would be responsible for representing the Men’s Chorus when it is impossible for the entire choir to perform an event.  We will be auditioning this group and will be doing a few numbers using only the selected men in our holiday concert.  I want you all to think about auditioning for this!

For our spring concert, Songs from the Silver Screen, we will be doing selections from movies and maybe even stretching to include TV for a number or two that I can’t help but program! This will surely be an exciting concert for us as you know we can do nearly anything if I can reason that it was used in film!  And yes, I will be including musicals to this list as long as they were movies before they were stage productions.  But sorry guys, no more SIEZE THE DAY!  

I also want to express my expectations for this group.  Bear in mind that these are only to help us improve!  I will be upholding our attendance policy!  If in the course of a concert season, you happen to miss two rehearsals, you will be asked to meet with me and audition for me, to show that your absences have not compromised your learning the music.  As you can tell, I do not take it easy when programming our concerts, so there is no time for rehashing notes due to absences.  This does not mean that I don’t understand conflicts!  I, of all people, do! I just ask that you let me know prior to and that you make a commitment to talk to your section-leader and make up missed markings and rehearsal notes.

Annual Public Relations Report – 2012-2013

It’s been my privilege to serve as the lead person of public relations for the Harrisburg Gay Men’s Chorus for the past four years. Here are some highlights of what has occurred over the past year:

· Garnering major front-line advertising for each of our concerts.  We have been able to get the face of HGMC in some prominent spots to promote our concerts over the past year.  These have included The Patriot-News, Central Voice, LGBT Coalition Center, WITF, WHTM and many others.  We have also successfully negotiated major advertising in the “In Central Pennsylvania” magazine to include our entire seasonal concert dates and a major advertising slot.  This continues to be a major focus and goal of the Public Relations Committee.  To date our concert information is published in over 30 major outlets in the South Central PA region!  
· We also continue to get our name out by way of sponsorships in the community. This year we have had prominent sponsorship with Alder Health Services “Pride in the Park” and “Wine Tour.”  And of course our presence with a booth at the Pride Celebration in July.  This is another way that HGMC shows its support of the GLBT community in the Harrisburg area.
· Each concert saw the creation of some unique and fun posters to promote our events.  Our posters continue to have a presence in over 50 outlets during our concert season.  This was also coupled with a mass postcard mailing and e-blasts in the weeks prior to our concerts.  And a special shout out to Jefferson Rougeau for all his assistance in creating some wonderful graphic designs for each of our concerts.

· In conjunction with Eric Laumer, HGMC board secretary, I have been working to get the word out about joining HGMC as a singer and being more pro-active in recruitment.  To date, we have created a 2013-14 Auditions Brochure and a recruiting flyer to be used at various locations and colleges around the area.  A new page to the website has also been added for individuals seeking to join HGMC.  The page is in a Q&A format with quotes from current members of the Chorus.

· I also continue to use the latest technology to assist us in getting the word out about HGMC.  Some examples include:

· The addition of 121 new friends on our Facebook page in the 2012-2013 season!

· A new Internet domain name for HGMC – we now also have a presence at www.harrisburggaymenschorus.org!!!

· Higher traffic volume on our website – an increase of 21% in the past year!

· Addition of a Google+ page for HGMC – check it out and add it to your circle!

· The creation of our very own YouTube page for HGMC – work in progress right now.

· Fiscal responsibility was a major focus for the PR committee this past year.  I am pleased to say that I came in under budget, spending only $1330.86 of the total budgeted amount of $1750.00.  This will continue to be a driving factor in the upcoming season as I look for creative but cost-effective ways to promote our concerts and the organization as a whole.

My goals for the upcoming season will include:

· Continue the fiscal responsibility that was started this past year,

· Solidify and streamline the media and mailing lists for more efficient mailings and promotion,

· Continue to look for creative ways to advertise and promote the chorus, and

· Look for in-kind types of trades and events to sponsor that fall in line with our newly created vision and mission statements.

August 2013

Our 26" season will definitely be one for our record books. | was the first time in our history when we had an
entire season under the guidance of guest conductors and | think the chorus rose to the challenge admirably.
Each conductor brought something unique to the chorus teaching us something new with every concert. Each
had their own style and way of wanting to shape a concert and it was up to the Production Committee to be as
responsive as possible to each director’s requests. Thanks to the hard work and imaginative spirits of the
members of the Production Committee we had concerts that looked as good as they sounded, were well
organized, ran smoothly and gave a polished presence to our audiences. | have to single out Kevin Nield for his
marvelous settings for the concerts; every season he continues to come up with fresh, fun concepts that
enhance the music being presented and when the funds are lacking or insufficient to carry out his vision, often
he makes things happen at his own expense. The chorus, and | as Chair, are so fortunate to have volunteers like
Kevin, indeed like all of the members of the committee who extended themselves to see that each new
conductor last season had a concert that lived up to their expectations.

The 27" season should be no less exciting for us. We are welcoming our first new Artistic Director in more than
eight years, not to mention our youngest Artistic Director ever. Jordan has enormous talent as well as ambitious
goals for HGMC and the Production Committee has already started working with him on charting the way to
attaining those goals. The 2013-14 Season will have us presenting two major concerts in a new calendar set up;
one in December and one in May. We are reinstituting our guest chorus showcase and once again will be hosting
the New Jersey Gay Men’s Chorus at the beginning of March. There will be experiments with the structure of
our concerts incorporating the collage idea that was first tried at Voices United last season. There will be a
chance for more singers to do small ensemble work as well as the development of a ‘permanent ensemble’ that
will present during the concerts but will also be able to do public performances that the full chorus is not
available to handle. Speaking of public performances, you’ll see more options for ‘mini-concerts’ cropping up
during the season in an attempt to get HGMC to be as well known and sought after as any of the other choruses
in our area. Of course, our old favorites, memorization and choralography will still be prominently displayed.

All these initiatives need support to make them work and the more hands, the lighter the work. Projects have
been started to get the word out about the chorus with the aim of attracting new members both that sing and
that are interested in ‘behind the scenes’ work. Production will be meeting the second Wednesday of each
month and new volunteers are always welcome. As members of HGMC, we have to make the Chorus a priority
for ourselves and in our day to day activities. There has to be time set aside to rehearse, to learn music, to help
with mailings, to work at the Farm Show and to do the myriad other tasks that want doing along with the two
hours of singing on Monday nights. HGMC is at a new beginning. We can create a dynamic, exciting, working
Chorus that is proceeding to fully realize it’s stated Mission of celebrating the LGBT experience in song and
performance, fostering the male choral traditions, nurturing one another in our artistic as well as personal
growth while enriching our region with entertainment and positive interaction. It is all possible if we all become
more involved in making it happen.

I am so proud to be part of the Harrisburg Gay Men’s Chorus along with each and every one of you and eagerly await all the thrills and promise of our coming year!
